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1. At that time, the clergy could only make known their views in majles, during the discussion for
nationalization.
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2. When Musaddiq came to power, the clergy and religious groups were not part of the government.
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3.They joined the opposition in Majlis to work against Musaddiq because they regarded his policy
as involving the great powers in domestic affairs.
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4. There are some elements in recent Shi’ite politics which harked back to the earliest period of
Islam for guidance on recent politics and religion.
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5. The suffering of Hossein and his family in the battle are particularly identified with that of people
who endure suffering.
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6.The causes of uprisings and revolutions in human societies are many, complex and multi-
dimensional.
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7. The most important and perhaps universal factor in any revolution is the human factor, people.
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8. With the exception of few simple societies whose members are more or less equal, almost the
entire human population now lives in stratified societies.
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9. They believed that the role of the clergy should be confined to moral guidance of the state and
society.
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10. The main point of his target in attacking the regime was focused in religion and Islamic laws
which he claimed to have been ignored in the state by the Shah’s regime.
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11. The conflict between the Shah and clergy was based on their respective ideals of the Iranian
society especially that as stated by Ayatollah Khomeini.
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12. The clergy-led movement mobilized the people and invoked patriotism against Shah by
denouncing his alleged foreign dependency.
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13.1t advocated socialist reforms andautonomy for the provinces of Azerbaijan and Kurdistan
against Tehran government.
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14.In September 1954 the Organization of Tudeh Officers came to light, and within a few days some
officers and non-commissioned officers of the armed forces were under arrest.
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15. Following military trials, a score of officers were executed and many others sentenced to long
prison terms.
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16.The shock of these disclosures spurred Majlis to pass a bill directed against organizations that

promoted communism.
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17. From the early 1960s however, the spread of political Islam and the revival of interest in Islamic

themes among the intellectuals turned it into an influential political ideology.
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18. In July when political control was relaxed, the National front was reactivated in order to contest

the elections for the Twentieth Majlis.
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19. With the exercise of economic and social reforms in the White Revolution, the National Front

and its followers didn’t know whether to confront the reform proposed or to vote for the

referendum.
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20. For the first time in Iranian history women were given the right to vote and social equality with

men was recognized.
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21. After the massacre of the June uprising the shah’s personal leadership and his regime were

consolidated when he chose Amir Abbas Hoveyda as his prime minister.
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22.Thirdly, the state relied on a number of military and paramilitary institutions, the most notable of

which were the armed forces and Savak.
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23. Shah personally assumed hard and difficult duties of running of the country.
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24 A number of individuals including the prime minister & the ministries of foreign affairs &war,

were in constant contact with the monarch.
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25.Having ascended to the throne at a young age, the Shah always remained mistrustful of more
experienced politicians and felt intimidated by them.
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26. Hoveyda tried to minimize the access of all cabinet ministers to Shah, and those who could see

him gave Shah only the news he wished to hear.

27. He was Hoveyda’s finance minister and Iran’s representative at OPEC and Hoveyda was

appointed as the Court Minister.
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28. The new prime minister tried to reduce government expenditure, lowered inflation,and initiated

moves to reduce administrative inefficiency.
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29. Amuzegar was also said to have sharply reduced the size of the government’s secret budget.
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30. Amuzegar believed that the government problems were primarily administrative and could be

easily solved through technical means.
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
